CONSTITUTION

PREAMBLE


(Refer to State Uniform Post CONSTITUTION)

ARTICLE I. NAME
The name of the organization shall be KETTERING AMVETS Post No. 2003 Inc. and it shall be hereinafter referred to as the Post. 

ARTICLE II. AIMS thru ARTICLE V Section 2, EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE, and ARTICLE VI, PROCEDURES FOR REMOVAL OF A POST OFFICER thru ARTICLE XV. AMENDMENTS

ARTICLE V  
Section 3.
Any contract, fixed or recurring on a monthly basis, for major expenditures, such as 

property, vehicles, equipment, etc., must be approved by the Membership and signed by 

the Commander and Finance Officer. In the absence of one of these officers and the 

situation will not wait until their return, then the Vice Commanders can sign in their 

place.

Section 2a.
The Board of Trustee will meet on the 1st Thursday of every month at the Post 


home. The Trustee Board Chairperson, with the approval of the Board of Trustee, 


can reschedule to a different date when a scheduling
conflict occurs.                                 

Section 2b.
The Executive Committee will meet on the 2nd Thursday of every month at the Post 

home. The Post Commander, with the approval of the Exective Committee can 


reschedule to a different date when a scheduling conflict occurs. 
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Section 3.
(Refer to State Uniform Post BY-LAWS)

Section 3a.
The general membership shall meet on the 3rd Thursday of every month at the Post 



home starting at 7 PM.

Section 3b.
The annual meeting shall be held on the 3rd Thursday in June of every year starting  

7:00 PM. The order of business shall be conducted as in Section 3a. At the conclusion 

of the normal order of business, all incoming officers for the upcoming year will take 

their oath of office.

Section 8.
The Post Commander can on 
a case-by-case basis excuse an officer whose 


attendance is required at a scheduled monthly or annual Post meeting.

 ARTICLE IV. ELECTION AND APPOINTMENT OF OFFICERS

Section 1. thru Section 3. (Refer to State Uniform Post BY-LAWS)

Section 3a.
Nomination for all officer positions will commence following the normal order of 


business at the regular meeting in May. Any individual nominated to a Post Office must 

accept that nomination either by live verbal acceptance, or, if not present, a signed 

statement of acceptance must be presented to the general membership. Such statement 

must include the specific Post Office for which the individual has been nominated. The 

Post Adjutant will verify the eligibility of any and all individuals nominated to a Post 

Office. The membership of the Post shall be notified of the dates and times for 


nomination of officers and the election of officers at least 30 days prior to said 


nominations and election. 
Section 3b
To be nominated for an officer position the nominee must be a member of AMVETS 

Post 2003 in good standing.

Section 3c.
To be nominated for the position of Post Commander the nominee must have held at 

least two other officer positions for the full term of one year each or one officer 


position for two full terms (two years).

Section 4.
(Refer to State Uniform Post BY-LAWS)

Section 4a.
Election of officers will be held on the day of the regular meeting in June. The Board of 

Trustee will be in charge of monitoring the election process. There shall be one (1)



official secret ballot, designated by the Board of Trustees. The election will take place 

at the Post home from 11:00 AM until 7:00 PM. At the conclusion of voting, the Post 

Adjutant along with the post Trustees will tally all votes. Only Members in good 

`
standing will be eligible to vote. Eligibility is determined by the presentation of a 


current membership card. Any Two or Three year Trustee elected to an officer position
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must resign their current position, prior to being sworn in to their newly elected office.



No Member shall be eligible to hold two (2) or more elected positions at the same time.



Election results will be announced by the Post Adjutant at the conclusion of the normal 

order of business of the June meeting. All officers for the upcoming year will be sworn 

in at the conclusion of the normal order of business at the June monthly meeting.

Section 5. thru Section 6. (Refer to State Uniform Post BY-LAWS)

ARTICLE V. OFFICERS AND THEIR DUTIES
Section 1. thru section 3. (Refer to State Uniform Post BY-LAWS)

Section 3a.
The Post Adjutant, or his or her designated representative, will be responsible for the



accurate recording of all Post meetings. Minutes for meetings outlined in BY-LAWS, 



ARTICLES III, Section 2a., and 2b., and previously not read and adopted by the general



membership will be presented at the following  monthly membership meeting.
Section 4. & 4 A. (Refer to State Uniform Post BY-LAWS)

Section 4b.
The Post Finance Officer, as directed in the State BY-LAWS, ARTICLE V., Section 4. 

& 4A., is responsible for the accounting of all Post funds. This hereby includes the State 

Account (Instant Bingo). The financial report presented at each monthly membership 

meeting will include the activities of the State Account. Audits of all Post financial 

activities are the responsibility of the Post Trustee’s in coordination with the entire 

Trustee Board. Audits to be Quarterly.

Section 4c.
All Post checking accounts must be maintained separately and balanced against 


corresponding bank statements on a monthly basis. 

Section 4d.
Any officer or employee having access to Post funds such as checking accounts,

debit cards, saving accounts or other sources must have the approval of the 


Executive Committee, prior to spending or disbursing funds in excess of


$500.00. This does not include the normal payment of expenses or disbursements 

by the Finance Officer in daily running of the Post.

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Section 3.
Any Delegates attending an AMVET convention (National, State or District) or other 

AMVET function and they receive money (advanced or reimbursed) for expenses for 

attending the convention or function must submit a report to the Post. The report will 

include:



           A) Meetings attended with the purposes and outcome of the meeting.



           B) Description of seminars or classes attended.



           C) Voting they participated in, purpose of vote, list of candidates or

    topics voted on.



           D) An expense report giving dates, amounts and purpose of expense.



The report will be submitted in typed format to the Post no later than 30 days after the 



end of the convention or event. The report will be filed in a binder and kept at the Post



for member review and future reference. Any information determined to be



confidential Post business can be blacked out before the report is posted. This 




determination will be 
made by the Executive Committee. If the report is not submitted



within the required time then the person responsible for the report will not be eligible to 



attend further conventions or events at the expense of the Post. If the report is submitted 



late then, the Executive Committee will decide if the person is eligible to attend further 



conventions or events.

The board shall review all clubroom purchases, expenses, and income and certify said 

review by signing the monthly club report.

Section 7 F-1
Spending or disbursing canteen funds in excess of $500.00 must have the prior approval 

of the Board of Trustees. This does not include the normal payment of expenses or 

disbursements by the Canteen Manager in the daily running of the Post.
ARTICLE XII. DISCIPLINE OF MEMBERS IN CLUB ROOMS
Section 1. thru  Section 2. (Refer to State Uniform Post BY-LAWS)

If a Post member present and eligible to attend a monthly meeting, and not doing so, 

shall not be served any beverage in the Canteen during that 
meeting, nor be allowed to 

purchase any gaming tickets.
